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Eleftheria Zei studied at the University of Athens and the University of Paris I (Sorbonne), 

where she obtained her Phd diploma. She has established scientific and research expertise in 

modern social history, focusing upon the social history and historiography of insularity and the 

islands, particularly the history of insular societies, family and kinship, and property 

transmission practices in the Eastern Mediterranean and the Aegean. More recently she has 

turned her interests to other fields of social and cultural history, such as the history of the night, 

night policing and early modern State. She has published many articles in national and 

international revues and collective volumes, three monographs, one editing volume, and a 

number of historiography translations. She teaches Modern history at the Department of History 

& Archaeology of the University of Crete and co-ordinates a course on Greek social history at 

the Post Graduate Program of Modern Greek History of the Open Hellenic University. 
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
