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He was born in Corfu in 1969. He graduated the Panteion University of Social and Political Sciences 

(1991) and in 1997 he awarded a Ph.d by the same University (Thesis title: Αρματολισμός, συγγενικά 

δίκτυα και εθνικό κράτος. Οι ορεινές επαρχίες της Άρτας στο πρώτο ήμισυ του 19ου αιώνα). Since 2013, 

he has been a faculty member of the History Department at the Ionian University. Since 2001, he 

teaches Greek History as an Adjunct Lecturer at the Hellenic Open University. He has taught Modern 

Greek History at the Panteion University (2005-2010) and at the Open University of Cyprus (2007-

2014) in graduates and postgraduates programs. His research interests focus on the making of the Greek 

national liberation movement (late 18th– early 19thc.), the Greek War of Independence and the 

formation of the Greek nation-state during the revolutionary and post-revolutionary era. His is the 

author of two monographs and he has published essays and articles in collective volumes, conference 

proceedings and academic journals. 
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
