3. MODULE CONTENT

The main objective of this module is to familiarize students with the major aspects of text
editing, copyediting and proofreading. An adequate knowledge of Modern Greek is a
prerequisite as students will learn advanced techniques of editing, copyediting and
proofreading that may allow them with further curricular (offered by the program) and
extracurricular practice to seek employment in the editing/proofreading business. A basic
practice regarding copyediting and proofreading, both digital and printed (with the use of
proofreading marks and editing symbols) will also be provided. The main written assignment
of the course also offers students the opportunity to face the challenges of literary textual
editing and provide editorial solutions for both literary and academic texts.
