This module aims at introducing students to the basic concepts and tools of theatrical 

discourse. 

It also seeks to describe the basic terms of playwriting and to analyse in detail the structure 

and phases of dramatic writing, from the initial idea to the final text. 

Historical examples of plays also contribute to the module’s syllabus, together with the 

examination of genres and forms of modern playwriting and contemporary stage practices.
